 The matter related to granting Registration to Ph.D Research and timely processing of various 

fellowship applications of the research scholars was discussed in detail and the following proposals 

were made: 

I. Registration 
1)  The JRF awardees/ Other eligible candidates who are permitted to join for research prior to 

the submission of online application for registration in the January / July sessions shall join 

the research after fulfilling the following conditions: 

(a)  An additional Doctoral Committee shall be conducted for such candidates 

(b)  Applications of such candidates shall be forwarded to the University along with the 

joining report and all the relevant documents specified by the University for granting 

provisional registration order at the earliest. The candidates who are granted 

Provisional registration orders shall submit the online application in the next 

immediate session for obtaining the final registration order. 

2)  The Doctoral Committee shall not recommend the candidates against the anticipatory 

vacancies of the supervisors. Only the existing vacancies as on the date of conducting the 

Doctoral Committee shall be recommended. 

3)  The Doctoral Committee for the January and July sessions, excluding the UGC/CSIR 

candidates, shall be conducted within two months from the last date of submitting online 

application. 

4)  After the conduct of the Doctoral Committees, the Administrative Officers in the University 

teaching Departments concerned shall verify that all the supporting documents for registration 

are enclosed. A certificate to this effect prepared by the Administrative Officer duly 

countersigned by the Chairman Doctoral Committee shall also be enclosed with the 

application, before forwarding it to the University for administrative sanction. 

5)  The applications recommended for registration along with the minutes of the Doctoral 

Committee and other relevant documents may be forwarded to the University within 15 days 

of  conduct of the  Doctoral Committee . 

6)  The candidates whose applications are not recommended by the Doctoral Committee shall be 

directed by the HoD concerned to submit the application, afresh, in the next session. 

7)  Applications shall be processed in the section and Joining letter be issued to the candidates 

within 20 days of receipt of the Doctoral Committee minutes and other documents. 

II. University Fellowship 

1)  The scholars shall submit application duly endorsed by the supervisor and head of research 

centre for the first year University Research Fellowship, within one month of the date of issue 

of registration order. The endorsement by the Chairman Doctoral Committee may be avoided 
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in the application form for granting first year University fellowship. The University research 

fellowships for the subsequent years shall be granted subject to the existing norms and rules. 

2)  The mandatory requirement of qualifying the Course Work examination, for granting second 

year University fellowship, mentioned in Clause II in the Appendix of the University Order 

dated 24.04.2020, which read as “If the scholar fails to qualify in the course work 

examination during the first year of research” may be modified to “If the scholar fails to 

qualify in the course work examination during the first eligible chance after the effective 

date of registration” 

III. UGC / CSIR Fellowships 

The responsibility of processing the UGC / CSIR fellowships of the research scholars other 

than University teaching Departments shall be assigned to the research centres concerned. 

IV.  An additional section with one Section Officer and two Assistants may be created for catering 

to the increased work load in the registration sections.

Mr. Muhamed Sajeer .K and Mr.Muhammed Rafi.N have been issued memos and also 

a reminder memos dated 30/03/2019 directing them report the reason for their discontinuance and 

also for refunding the amount of University they have claimed .But they did not responded to the 

memos . Cancellation of registration would create a vacancy under the research supervisor which 

would help granting registration to new candidate.

Ph.D Registration of Mr.Muhammed Sajeer K and Mr. Muhammed Rafi.N and this matter 

was considered by the Syndicate held on 31.08.2019, vide item no.03.53.B16 had 

been   resolved to hear the research scholars by the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on 

Academics and Research. 

• The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 16.11.2019 

heard the Research scholars Mr.Muhammed Sajeer K and Mr. Muhammed Rafi.N and 

recommended to hear the research supervisor and the Syndicate held on 22.11.2019 , vide 

item no. 06.61.B9 resolved to approve the same. 

• The Standing  Committee of the  Syndicate on Academics and  Research   held on 

07.01.2020  

heard the Research Supervisor Dr. D Sajan and recommended to permit the scholars, who 

were heard in the previous Standing Committee, to continue research under Dr. Sajan D and 

to submit thesis on or before 30.06.2020 on the strength of the concurrence given by the 

research supervisor for the same at the time of hearing and the Syndicate held on 13.01.2020, 

vide item no. 08.76.B7 resolved to approve the same.

03.11.2021 and they have now submitted an explanation for not submitting their thesis within the 

stipulated time and has requested to waive the recovery of the amount claimed as University Junior 

Research Fellowship. It is stated that they had passed the course work examination at the first year of 

their research and continued research works there for three years under the guidance of Dr.D Sajan. 
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They have further stated that due to the inadequacy of facilities at the research centre, they completed 

their research works at other institutions and they could not complete the research works under the 

same guide. Considering that they had spent more amount for research works than the fellowship 

claimed, both the scholars have requested to waive the recovery of JRF amount or to reduce the 

amount. 

As per the remarks from Ad F II Sn. these research scholars have claimed an amount of 

Rs.3,56,160/- each (Rupees Three lakh fifty six thousand one hundred and sixty only) as University 

JRF for a period from 15/07/2013 to 31/12/2016. For cancellation of Ph.D registration, the fellowship 

amount claimed by them during the research period also needs to be recovered. The full-time research 

period of the scholars had expired on 14/07/2018. 

Kerala University First Ordinances 1978 Chapter XII 'Research Studies and Award of 

Fellowships'- Clause (27) stipulates that a Fellow shall not resign his appointment during the tenure 

of the Fellowship, or discontinue the research work without obtaining the permission of the 

Syndicate. The Syndicate may, in case where permission has been granted for resigning or 

discontinuing the work, require the holder to refund the whole amount of the stipend drawn by him or 

any portions thereof or may waive the recovery of the amount received by the Fellow.

Namith Nava Krishnan was sanctioned University JRF for first year (from 09/01/2018 to 

08/01/2019) vide UONo. Ac.EVI(4)/11976/JRF/2018 w.e.f 22/02/2018.  

As   per   the   remarks   from   Ad.FII section, Namith Nava Krishnan had claimed an amount 

of Rs 113645/- (Rupees One Lakh Thirteen thousand six hundred and forty five only) as University 

JRF during the period from 09/01/2018 to 30/09/2018.

The matter was considered by the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and 

Research held on 12/05/2020 and recommended to hear the Research Scholar and Research 

Supervisor. The Syndicate held on 15/05/2020, vide Item No. 11.44.B17 resolved to approve the 

same. 

The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 02/07/2020 

heard Sri. Namith Nava Krishnan, the research scholar, and recommended to entrust the Pro Vice- 

Chancellor to probe in to the grievances of the research scholar since the continuation of research in 

this University seems impracticable as per the existing rules. The Syndicate held on 14.08.2020, vide 

Item No.16.08.B8 had resolved to approve the same. 

Accordingly, a hearing of the Candidate was conducted on 11/11/20 at 3 pm at Pro Vice- 

Chancellor's Chamber. The research supervisor had informed that he was not able to attend the 

meeting as he had admission duty at NSS College, Pandalam. 

As per the minutes of the Hearing, since the regulation relating to Ph.D degree clearly 

mentioned the completion of course work examination during the initial one year from the date of 

registration for research, failing which the registration for research will be cancelled, it was suggested 

that the original registration of the candidate may be cancelled after refund of the JRF claimed by the 

research scholar. However, when the candidate pointed out certain medical reason also for not 

completing the course work with in the stipulated time, he was directed to give detailed representation 

with supporting medical documents. 

In the representation, the candidate explained that it was not an intentional absenteeism. He is 

having visual disabilities by 40% and also he is a fits patient. Because of these health issues he could 

not attend the course work exams within the stipulated time. He also submitted supporting medical 

documents (disability certificate) from District Hospital, Kannur. 

It may be further noted that the research scholar has not completed compulsory course work 

exam with in the stipulated time as prescribed by the UGC regulation 2016, and this was pointed out 

by the PVC in his report at the time of hearing. 

The Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 22.12.2020 

considered the matter alongwith the report of the Pro Vice-Chancellor and recommended to grant six 

months time to the candidate to submit the thesis w.e.f the date of Syndicate decision in this regard 

and the Syndicate held on 29.12.2020, vide Item No. 21.78.B17 resolved to agree to the same. 

Accordingly an intimation memo was issued to Sri. Namith Nava Krishnan and the same matter was 

intimated to the research supervisor through email. 

In the representation dated 03/02/2021 submitted by the candidate, it is pointed out that, the 

research supervisor had not endorsed the application for the course work examination and has asked 

to take further necessary action 

The matter was considered by the Standing committee of the Syndicate on Academics and 

Research held on 09/04/2021 and recommended to hear the Research Supervisor Dr.Vijayakumar S. 

The Syndicate held on 13/04/2021, vide Item No. 26.80.B6 resolved to approve to the same. 

Thus the matter was placed before the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics 

and Research held on 08/06/2021 and the committee recommended to defer the matter. The Syndicate 

held on 11.06.2021, vide Item No. 28.30.B5 resolved to approved the same. 
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In compliance with the above resolution of the Syndicate, the matter was again placed in the 

Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research held on 19/07/2021 and the 

committee recommended to direct the research supervisor, Dr. Vijayakumar.S, to appear in person for 

the hearing in the next meeting. The Syndicate held on 23/07/2021, vide Item No. 30.76.B10 resolved 

to approve the same.

The Head, Department of Linguistics has forwarded the request of Sri.S Suresh Kumar an 

applicant of Ph.D registration in Linguistics in July 2019 session to reconsider his application. Sri.S 

Suresh Kumar in his request has stated his application for part-time Ph.D registration in Linguistics 

in  July 2019 session was rejected even after satisfying the eligibility criteria for the same on the basis 

of the decision of the Academic Council which came into effect after the notification date and the date 

of the doctoral Committee. He is working as Assistant Professor in English at Govt. Polytechnic 

College, Malapparamba Kozhikkode.  He holds a post graduate degree(M.A English Language and 

Literature) with first class, has qualified M.Phil degree (English Language and Literature)with first 

class and also holds UGC-NET. The said decision of the Academic Council can be made applicable 

only to the candidates of the later sessions as it was not implemented with retrospective effect. Many 

candidates with M.A and M.Phil in English Language and Literature including foreign scholars were 

granted Ph.D registration in Linguistics in the previous sessions. As per UCC regulations Ph.D can be 

done in the concerned and allied subjects. M.A Degree is given in Language and Literature .As 

Linguistics is the study of Language it can be considered either as the concerned or the allied subject. 

The HOD has also stated that the topic of Sri S.Suresh Kumar "Forensic Linguistics and its 

Application in Criminal investigation" is a linguistics topic and can be done only in the Linguistics 

Department. Forensics Linguistics is one of the emerging topics and such type of research is the need 

of the hour. Hence the HOD has recommended for permitting Sri.S Suresh Kumar for doing research 

in Linguistics. 

 It may be noted that the application for Ph.D registration in Linguistics in July 2019 session in 

respect of Sri.Suresh Kumar.S and another candidate Arya G.Nair were rejected on the basis of the 

resolution of the Academic Council held on 21.11.2020.Their applications were kept in abeyance till 

orders in a similar file in respect of Smt.Urmila K, who has qualified M.A and M.Phil in English 

Language and applied for Ph.D in Linguistics in the January 2019 session, is issued. 

 The subjects English and Linguistics are included under two different faculties - Arts and 

Oriental Studies respectively. Since no relevant U.O / Statutory Provisions/University Regulations on 

the matter of Ph.D registration in interdisciplinary subjects has been found, the matter of 

Smt.Urmila.K was placed before the Academic Council held on 21.11.2021 for taking an appropriate 

decision that can followed in future also. The precedents of scholars with P.G in English being 

granted Ph.D in Linguistics in the previous sessions was also specified in the file of Smt. Urmila.K. 
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 The Academic Council has resolved to permit Smt.Urmila K, to register for research leading 

to Ph.D in English with Co-Guide in Linguistics. The resolution of the Academic Council has been 

communicated to Smt.Urmila.K, Sri.S.Suresh Kumar and Smt.Arya G. Nair and their applications 

were returned. 

 Now Sri.S Suresh Kumar has again requested to reconsider his application citing that many 

candidates including foreign scholars with same qualification had been granted registration and were 

awarded Ph.D in Linguistics earlier. The DC chairman has also recommended his request as his 

research topic is purely Linguistics. 

 There are no definite rules relating to the admission criteria to research leading to Ph.D other 

than that the applicant should have PG degree in the discipline concerned. There are even instances 

where candidates who have obtained degrees in totally different disciplines have joined Ph.D. 

Moreover, research cannot be restricted to pure discipline alone, and mostly fruitful research are 

interdisciplinary in nature. 

 But, it has to be admitted that there are pragmatic considerations that play a large role in 

research in Universities, including job and promotion prospects of teachers. It is in connection with a 

query from the DCE relating to the acceptability a Ph.D in Linguistics for CAS promotion of a teacher 

in an affiliated college that the Academic Council had resolved to call for co-guide in English also in 

the case of those doing research in Linguistics(Faculty of Oriental Studies) after obtaining a PG 

degree in English Language and Literature (Faculty of Arts). But as the applicant if he desires to make 

use of his Ph.D for CAS promotion, then it has to be ensured that the thesis has appropriate content. 

As per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor, the matter of granting Ph.D registration in 

Linguistics in July 2019 session in respect of Sri.S Suresh Kumar is placed before the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research for consideration and recommendations.

           (Ac. A IV) 

            The Chairman, BoS in Applied Arts has forwarded a proposal to conduct a 4 day long 

workshop for the revision of the Syllabus of Bachelor of Fine Arts (BFA) degree programme, under 

Learning Outcome Based Curriculum Framework. The workshop proposes to invite 18 persons 

including three experts from other States and also the members of the Board with a budget estimate 

of Rs.2,65,000/-. 

It may be noted that : 

• The Regulation, Scheme and Syllabus for BFA (Regular) degree programme was last revised 

in 2005. 

• Revision of Syllabus is to be carried out once in 3 years.    The syllabus has not been revised 

for the last sixteen years even though the section has given time time instructions. 

• MFA degree programme, yet another course under the same Board, also require urgent 

syllabus revision. (Last revision took place in 2002) 

• There exists UGC directions to revise the syllabus once in 3 years and to modify the syllabus 

to Learning Outcome Based Curriculum Framework Model (LOCF) which has not been 

fulfilled yet. 

• BFA is the only annual programme (not semesterised) existing under the University of 

Kerala, which is currently running in the affiliated Colleges,  (Raja Ravi Varma College of 

Fine Arts, Mavelikkara and College of Fine Arts,Tvpm). 

The Chairman, BoS in Applied Arts has forwarded a proposal for the conduct of a workshop 

for the revision of syllabi with an estimated budget of RS.2,65,000/- (Two lacs sixty five thousand 

only). As the estimated expenditure was high, the Vice-Chancellor ordered to explore the possibility 

of conducting the workshop via online mode. When the matter was intimated, the Chairman 

forwarded a letter explaining the difficulties of conducting the workshop online, citing the following: 

1. The Syllabus revision is indeed necessary but would not succeed through an online workshop. 

2. The inclusion of Art Studies in the semester system has been assessed as a failure in the 

opinion of experts from various Universities outside Kerala. 

3. In the semester system, an art student sees each semester maturing before his or her attempt to 

acquire an art language of his/ her own, and his /her creative activity unfolding. 

4. The majority of teachers suggested that online workshops were not a solution and that 

direct and hence direct workshops should be conducted offline. 

Hence, the Chairman requested to re-consider the proposal submitted by him earlier; to 

conduct a four day workshop in the offline mode, with an estimated expenditure of Rs. 2,65,000/-. 

As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the whole matter is placed before the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research for consideration and recommendation. 

Recommendation:  The Committee recommended to refer the matter to the combined meeting 

of the Standing Committees of the Syndicate on Finance and Academics & Research. Also 

recommended to invite the Chairman, Board of Studies in Applied Arts and the Dean, Faculty of 

Fine Arts, to discuss the matter in detail.

The Legal Adviser perused the revised draft MoU and remarked that the same is legally in 

order. 

The meeting of the Syndicate held on 04.12.2021, vide item no. 34.122.D25 has considered 

the matter and resolved (i) to entrust the Director, IQAC to examine the credibility of the Global 

Talent Track (GTT) Foundation. (ii) to obtain legal opinion from the Standing Counsel on signing 

MoU with GTT Foundation, as per the recommendation of the Standing Committee of the Syndicate 

on Academics and Research held on 01.12.2021. 

The Director, IQAC has remarked that the Global Talent Track (GTT) Foundation has due 

credibility and University can associate with them after examining legal implications, if any. 

Adv. Thomas Abraham, Standing Counsel, University of Kerala has submitted the legal 

opinion on the proposal for signing Memorandum of Understanding between Global Talent Track 

(GTT) Foundation and University of Kerala (flagged as X), as given below:  

When the University enters into a Memorandum of Understanding with a non-Governmental 

Organisation like GTT Foundation, better clarity is essential on various aspects for protecting the 

interests of Kerala University, the institutions affiliated/managed by the same as well as its teachers 

and students. Serious short comings are apparent even at a cursory glance, a few of which are noted 

below: 

(i)  The scope and ambit of the MoU is not clear. 

(ii)  Whether the activities will be confined to one department or the entire academic 

departments, affiliated colleges and the centres directly managed by the University is not 

clear. 

(iii)  The 1st clause “objective” itself is highly vague and abstract. When Kerala University enters 

into a MoU, the objectives should be specific and should not give room for any doubt. 

(iv)  The 3rd clause in the MoU has the caption “Roles and Responsibilities of the college”. 

Nowhere in the MoU the term “college” is defined or even mentioned. A perusal of sub 

clauses “a” to “i” would show that the responsibilities are not that of the college but the 

University itself. A closer look at the aforesaid clauses would show that the same lack 

clarity and sharpness. 

(v)  Coming to clause 4 and 5 also all the aforesaid defects are present in equal magnitude. 

(vi)  Clause 7 mentions about certification. What is the authority of GTT Foundation to issue 

certificates and to what extent such certificates will be given recognition by official 

organisations, Government, Non-Governmental or any other statutory agency also requires 

explanation from the concerned. These are aspects which have to be seriously considered. 

(vii)  The safety and protection of the data of 3rd parties required to be furnished under clause 

3(b) of the MoU are also aspects which deserve serious consideration. 

 In view of the above as well as other relevant reasons, a more serious examination of the 

background of this organisation and the individuals behind the same should be meticulously done 

before proceeding any further. The decision of the Syndicate dated 04.12.2021 to entrust the Director

IQAC to examine the credibility of GTT Foundation is fully justified in the backdrop of the aforesaid 

discussion.”

Proposal for starting the Masters programme in Financial Economics in the Department 

of Economics 
A brief profile of the Department of Economics 

The Department of Economics is one of the earliest of the teaching and research departments 

started in the University of Kerala and the first of its kind in Economics in the State. The department 

was formed towards the end of 1959 with the appointment of two renowned economists, Prof.V.R 

Pillai, and Prof. M.A Oommen. The activities of the Department during the period 1959-62 were 

confined to the enrolment of students for Doctoral research and preparation of a blueprint for research 

activities and teaching programmes. Later M.Phil and MA programmes were also started. Now the 

Department has a long history of 61 years' spectacular performance in bringing out brilliant and 

eminent students rendering their services in various national and international institutions of repute. 

During this period, 8 students of the Department got IAS, 16 IRS/IES/IPS, 27 were placed in various 

universities and research institutes, more 200 in various colleges and more than 100 in various Central 
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and State government services.  Student progression from the Department is excellent for most of the 

years since its inception. As of now, more than 100 researchers in the department were awarded Ph.D. 

degree.  During the last eight years, the percentage of pass in the PG course had been 95-100 and the 

percentage of students getting First Class and Distinction had been 86-95. 

In the year 2020 there are 56 students in M.A. Course, 14 students in M.Phil. Course and 32 

Ph. D. Students (Full time and Part time).  The Department library is a premier teaching and research 

library in South India with an impressive collection of 15750 books large number of Ph.D Theses, 

M.Phil dissertations, working papers, Journals and data bases. Special collections in the library 

include Census of India volumes, major statistical data series, Budgets of central and State 

governments and the documents on Kerala economy and society. The Library is also subscribing 21 

periodicals both Indian and foreign. 

Importance of MA Financial Economics in the modern world 

Finance is often seen as a hindrance to a better world. However, with the flexibility, agility, 

and proactivity associated with the financial sector, there is also great potential to be a key player in 

addressing economic and social challenges. To take advantage of this, the programme financial 

economics is developed so that solutions can be developed. The programme will feature high-level 

analysis, discussion, and critical evaluation allowing to explore the theory, empirical data, and policy 

to explain challenges in finance. The whole programme mainly focusses on financial aspects of 

capital market, financial institutions and regulations.  The semesters are meaningful and serious to the 

financial professionals, such as asset managers, banks, investment consultants, and rating agencies, 

exploring questions around how sustainable financial engagement fits with an organization's broader 

strategy, and where opportunities for leadership in this sector can be expanded. 

Two Year Masters Programme in MA Financial Economics  

Students will develop the abilities and analytical skills needed to gain insights from the 

programme. Students will also be able to apply tools, techniques and methods along with in-depth 

analysis and evaluation to solve real-world economic problems. More specifically,  

PSO1: To equip students with advanced knowledge of Applied Financial Economics  

PSO2      To impart skills to students to cater to the needs of the industrial and financial sector 

PSO3     To equip students to analyse financial issues in the economy by contextualizing the 

knowledge they have acquired   

PSO4: To create academic excellence through holistic education.  

The programme consists of four semesters. There are 13 core courses and 14 discipline 

specific elective courses. The elective courses will have a wide range of choices catering to suite the 

interest of the students. In the initial stage, an intake of 20 students with a marginal increase of 5 

students if needed may be sanctioned.

Syllabus and present  the same in the next syllabus revision 

meeting.

  It is observed that there is lack of consensus among various Boards of Studies.   

  In this context it is pertinent to note that the University has already implemented a similar 

direction from the UGC relating introducing Environmental Studies in curriculum of all programmes 

by incorporating it in the First Language portion by including articles as well as extracts from works 

of eminent journalists, scientists, academicians, philosophers etc.  

  In the present instance also it may be considered if a similar direction may be given to Board 

of Studies(Pass) English to ensure that an article or extract, that reflects the significance of the 

Constitution of India, authored by eminent writers, jurists, historians and journalists is included in the 

curriculum during revision of syllabus. 

As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the matter was placed before the Syndicate held on 

25.02.2022. The Syndicate vide item no. 37.171 considered the matter and resolved to refer the item 

to the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Academics and Research.

The details and the recommendations of the Committee (on the items mentioned in the 

title above ) are as given under : 

Matter related to calling candidates (reported for suspected malpractice from CV Camps) 

for personal hearing before the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline : 
1) For the same examination, usually the candidates caught for suspected malpractice from the 

exam hall are reported ahead of the candidates reported for suspected malpractice from the 

CV Camp (which is conducted later for valuation), 

2) Normally the candidates reported for suspected malpractice are called for the personal 

hearing before the Committee, based on the chronological order in which the corresponding 

malpractice files are received in SDC Section. Therefore the candidates reported from the 

exam hall are incidentally called for personal hearing well ahead of the candidates reported 

for suspected malpractice from the CV Camp, although both cases are reported for the same 

examination, 

3) This causes considerable delay in making decisions for the candidates reported for suspected 

malpractice from the CV Camps, as compared to the candidates caught for suspected 

malpractice from the exam hall in the same examination, 

4) Moreover majority of the candidates caught for suspected malpractice from the exam halls 

are reported with concrete evidence (like possession of manuscripts, Photostat copies, printed 

material, etc.) of having committed the malpractice. On the contrary, many of the suspected 

malpractice cases reported from CV Camps (like discrepancy noted in handwritings in 

answerscripts of candidates, suspicion of copying from other candidates, etc) are without 

such evidence (as mentioned above) and are based on suspicion of the examiner on valuation 

of the answerscripts. The guilt on the part of such candidates reported from CV Camps can 

only be established or exonerated based on their personal hearing and further verification, 

5) Hence a delay in the personal hearing of those candidates (who are reported from CV Camps 

and later if exonerated) can hamper their chances of appearing for further examinations, 

eventhough a concrete evidence (as mentioned above) may not be available pertaining to their 

case, 

6)  Also the candidates caught for suspected malpractice from the exam hall are well aware of 

their malpractice issue, however, the candidates reported for suspected malpractice from the 

CV Camps come to know about such an issue, only, on receipt of the communication for 

personal hearing or if at all communicated from the concerned tabulation section, and hence 

liable to appear for subsequent examination, 

7) Hence the candidates reported for suspected malpractice from the CV Camps have been 

called for the present personal hearing before the Committee, overlooking the order of 

reporting to the SDC Section. With respect to the semester courses such reported candidates 

included in the present list for hearing are 'Feba.A.Monachen' (Reg.no.62020126008), 
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Arathi.B. Chandran (Reg.no.20134005) and Athira.B. Chandran (Reg.no.20134006) reported 

in SDC Section after the date 28.10.2021(The other candidates in this category called for 

hearing [and shown in the separate minutes of the meeting of the Committee] are of cases 

reported to SDC Section till 28.10.2021).  

Item No.39.31.01.01 Suspected malpractice reported by the Examiner from CV Camp in the S1 

M.Sc Mathematics Degree Examination, August 2021 against the 

candidate 'Feba.A.Monachen'- Personal Hearing of the Candidate - reg. 
 Suspected malpractice was reported in the First Semester M.Sc Mathematics Degree 

Examination, August 2021 by the Examiner from the CV Camp, related to the answerscript (Subject: 

Ordinary Differential Equations) with false no.482257. The report of the  Examiner stated that the 

answers in the said answerscript are written in a mockery manner. The said answerscript belongs to 

the candidate ‘Feba.A.Monachen’ (Reg.No.62020126008, Centre of Exam: S.G.College, 

Kottarakkara).  

The  candidate ‘Feba.A.Monachen’ was called for the personal hearing before the SC of the 

Syndicate on Students’ Discipline and she was present for the same. A detailed discussion was held 

with the parent of this candidate by the Committee, and the said parent deposed before the Committee 

that her daughter ‘Feba.A.Monachen’ has some depression issues and that is the reason behind this 

candidate having written the answers in the said answerscript in a mockery manner. The candidate 

submitted a written statement before the Committee, in which she has stated that she had written the 

answers in a mockery manner out of her depressed condition.  

Recommendations of the Committee : 

The Committee considered the above mentioned issue and in wake of the explanations 

given by the candidate ‘Feba.A.Monachen’  and her parent, gave a humane consideration for the 

depression faced by this candidate. Hence the Committee recommended to exonerate her of the 
charges and value her answerscripts (which may be withheld subsequent to being reported for 

suspected malpractice) and publish the results. The Committee further recommended, that in view 

of the forthcoming University Examinations, the orders of the Vice-Chancellor (subject to 

reporting to the Syndicate) may be sought immediately to approve the said recommendations of the 

Committee, so as to permit the candidate ‘Feba.A.Monachen’ to appear for the forthcoming 

University Examinations without any further delay.

Item No.39.31.01.02 Suspected malpractice reported by the Examiner from CV Camp during 

second valuation, in the S1 M.Sc Physics Degree Examination, August 

2021 against the candidates 'Arathi.B. Chandran' and 'Athira.B. 

Chandran' - Personal Hearing of the Candidates - reg. 
Suspected malpractice was reported in the S1 M.Sc Physics degree examination, August 2021 

by the Examiner from CV Camp during the second valuation, related to the answerscripts (Subject: 

Basic Electronics) with false no.s.490828 and 490829. The report of the  Examiner stated that both 

the answerscripts are written in identical manner. These answerscripts with false no.s.490828 and 

490829 belong to the candidates ‘Arathi.B.Chandran’ and ‘Athira.B.Chandran’ respectively, from the 

Centre of Exam: S.N.College, Varkala. 

The candidates ‘Arathi.B.Chandran’ and ‘Athira.B. Chandran’ were called for the personal 

hearing before the SC of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline and they were present for the same. It 

was found that these candidates are twin sisters (their parents are the same) and their 

communication/residential address is the same. The Committee verified the said answerscripts of 

these candidates and found that the content written in the said answerscripts as well as the pattern of 

selection of the questions answered by these candidates are different and that the suspicion of 

malpractice could be only due to similarity found in the handwritings of both these candidates. Hence 

both the candidates were directed by the Committee to write on separate sheets of paper and on cross 

examination of the said written sheets with the respective answerscripts, the Committee was 

convinced that the said answerscripts were written by the candidates themselves and no malpractice 
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has happened in the said issue. The candidates also submitted written statements in this regard before 

the Committee. 

Recommendations of the Committee : 

The Committee considered the issue and in view of the above findings, recommended to 

exonerate the candidates ‘Arathi.B.Chandran’ and ‘Athira.B.Chandran’ of the charges and value 
all the answerscripts (of the examinations that may be withheld subsequent to being reported for 

suspected malpractice) and publish the results. The Committee further recommended that, in view 

of the forthcoming University Examinations, the orders of the Vice-Chancellor (subject to 

reporting to the Syndicate) may be sought immediately to approve the said recommendations of the 

Committee, so as to permit the candidates ‘Arathi.B.Chandran’ and ‘Athira.B.Chandran’ to 

appear for the forthcoming University Examinations without any further delay. 
The meeting came to a close at 4.00 pm.

Item No.39.31.02.01 Suspected Malpractice reported from the CV Camp against 35 candidates 

of SNGM Catering College, Cherthala in the Sixth Semester Bachelor of 

Hotel Management & Catering Technology Degree Examination, Feb. 

2021- reg. 
The results of the Sixth Semester Bachelor of Hotel Management & Catering Technology 

Degree Examination, February 2021 had been released withholding that of 35 candidates of SNGM 

Catering College, Cherthala. 

At the time of evaluation of answer script of BHMCT paper - ‘Food and Beverage Control’ 

the Additional Examiner has reported that the answers to certain questions in 35 answer scripts with 

false numbers from 571081 to 571115 are replicate of the answer key suspecting an attempt of mass 

copying. He has requested the University to investigate the matter and take necessary steps and also to 

keep the answer key confidential till the examinations are over. In this context it may be noted that the 

answer key is kept safe in the confidential room of the Controller of Examinations until the end of the 

whole examinations.  
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The Chief Examiner has disagreed with the observation made by the Additional Examiner 

stating some specific points to substantiate his stand. He remarked that the assumption that the 

secrecy of answer key was lost does not hold good. Both the students and the key setter may have 

referred the same material available online due to the impending pandemic and online classes. 

Secondly, the entire answer sheet of the candidates are not replicates of the answer key. Thirdly, he 

has stated that the observation of mass copying was also not justifiable because students have 

answered different questions, the answers vary and marks awarded were different. Failures have also 

been recorded and the average marks scored was just above 50%. Finally, the 35 candidates cannot be 

suspected just because they were writing few correct answers in the same way and the answers have 

some resemblance with the answer key.  

 However, the Chairman has opined that the observations of the Additional Examiner are 

genuine and has recommended to investigate the matter by the Principal of a Govt. College. 

The candidates in their request stated that the Bachelor of Hotel Management course is quite 

an expensive one with students hailing from lower middle class and middle class families availing 

educational loan for completing their course. They also stated that they had attended only online 

classes and had gathered notes from internet and other areas. They are now in the final year of the 

course and will be passing out in January 2022 and have requested to publish their results at the 

earliest as more delay would adversely affect their future and scope for higher studies and job 

prospects. No incidence of malpractice has been reported against them from the college SNGM, 

Cherthala till date. It may also be noted that the results of the S7 examinations which these candidates 

have taken are also to be published shortly. 

As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, the matter was placed before  the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 11.01.2022 and it was recommended to refer the 

matter to the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline. The said 

recommendations of the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations has been approved 

(subject to reporting to the Syndicate) by the Vice-Chancellor.  

In the meanwhile the S8 (Final Semester) examinations of BHMCT were scheduled from 

13/01/2022 and the halltickets of these 35 candidates were withheld as per rules following the 

decision to refer the matter to the SDC. The candidates filed a Writ Petition before the Hon’ble High 

Court challenging the decision of the University and seeking interim relief to permit them to appear 

for the S8- Viva Voce examinations scheduled from 13/01/2022.       

The Honourable High Court had directed vide Interim Order on W.P.(C) No.1070 of 2022 dtd 

12.01.2022, to admit the candidates provisionally for the Viva Voce examinations of eighth semester 

BHMCT  Degree Examination December 2021 to be held from 13.01.2022 subject to the condition 

that the result need be declared only after getting orders from the Hon’ble Court.As per the orders of 

Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and in compliance with the interim orders of the Honourable High Court, 

the candidates were provisionally permitted to attend the Eighth semester Viva Voce Examinations 

held on 13.01.2022. 

As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor the matter was placed before the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ discipline in the meeting held on 14.02.2022 for 

consideration and appropriate recommendations. The Section Officer and the concerned assistant of 

the ES III Tabulation section were also present for the meeting. The Committee examined the issue in 

detail. The Committee made the following observations : 

1) The said BHMCT course is offered in very few colleges under the University, 

2) Keeping in note the above fact, it is also evident from the reports of the Additional Examiner, 

Chief Examiner and Chairman of the CV Camp who respectively reported and endorsed the 

suspected malpractice that : 

a)  The said Additional Examiner and Chairman of the CV Camp belong to the same college 

namely Snehacharya Institute of Management and Technology, Karuvatta, Alappuzha, 

that offers this course , 

b) The Chief Examiner of the CV Camp belongs to the same college namely SNGM 

Catering College, Cherthala the students of which have been reported for the said 

suspected malpractice, 
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c) Hence chances of a possible competition between these two colleges in fairing better than 

the other in terms of the examination results may have given risen to this issue, at the 

same time, on the other hand chances of the suspicion of malpractice may also be 

genuine. 

3) The above observations warrant an unbiased and fair examination of the said 35 answerscripts 

by two subject experts , however as the said courses are offered in only few colleges under the 

University, hence appointing the subject experts from these colleges may not give an unbiased 

and fair opinion on the said issue, which is utmost needed particularly in the wake of the 

matter being very sensitive being filed before the Hon’ble High Court vide the Writ Petition 

(C).No.1070/2022 by Sri.Bony Prasad and Others who are the candidates suspected to be 

involved . 

 The Committee considered the above mentioned facts in detail and recommended (in the 

wake of the Writ Petition (C).No.1070/2022 filed before the Hon’ble High Court by Sri.Bony Prasad 

and Others who are the candidates suspected to be involved) to authorise the Controller of  

Examinations to : 

a) expeditiously arrange for a confidential examination of the said 35 answerscripts (with false 

no.s. from 571081 to 571115) by two independent subject experts in the same/similar subject, 

in order to fetch a fair and unbiased opinion on this issue, 

b) The said two subject experts shall : 

i)  not be from the colleges under the jurisdiction of the University of Kerala, 

ii)  not be from the same college/University, 

iii)  be from two different Universities in Kerala (like Calicut and M.G. University, etc.) ,  

iv)  not to examine the said 35 answer scripts together but separately on different days, 

v)  be provided with the necessary question papers and the scheme of valuation of the said 

subject, and, 

vi) furnish an opinion related to chances of any form of mass copying or leak of information 

relating to the scheme of valuation. 

The Committee further recommended to seek the orders of the Vice-Chancellor (subject to 

reporting to the Syndicate) to implement the above recommendations of the Committee in order to 

expedite it without delay, and place the report in the next meeting of the Committee. 

These recommendations of the Committee were approved by the Vice-Chancellor (subject to 

reporting to the Syndicate) vide orders dtd.19.02.2022. As per the said orders (dtd.19.02.2022) of the 

Vice-Chancellor, the minutes of the Committee was reported to the Syndicate in the meeting held on 

25.02.2022 (vide item no.37.93 of the minutes of the meeting of the Syndicate) and the Syndicate 

resolved to approve the same.  

  As ordered by the Vice-Chancellor (vide orders dtd.19.02.2022, mentioned above) on the 

recommendations of the meeting of the SC of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline held on 

14.02.2022, the reports (after examining the 35 answer scripts) of the two subject experts from 

different Universities (other than the University of Kerala) were fetched by the Controller of 

Examinations. The details of the said reports of the subject experts are given below. 

One of the subject expert (vide report dtd.26.02.2022) has stated as follows : 

1) He has crosschecked all the 35 answerscripts with false no.s.571081-571115 and has 

identified certain unfair practices, 

2) Students have written same answers for section B and C (each word to word are same). It 

proves that some malpractice has happened in the examination hall, 

3) All the students have almost the same marks and all have passed the examination with the 

marks of 41-60, 

4) More than ten students wrote the same answers for the question no.15 and it is exactly word 

to word same in the scheme of valuation, 

5)  Questions like 6, 13, 14, 15, 18 and 19 have answers with the same words and sentences. 

More than 25 students have the same scenario, 

6) By concluding these all unfair practices, without doubt it can be said that some serious 

malpractice has happened at the time of the examination and it seems that no proper 

invigilation had happened on that particular day of the examination. 
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 The other subject expert (vide report dtd.28.02.2022) has stated as follows : 

1) More than 60% of the answersheets have the same answers such as the main points are 

same, but some differences in the explanation, 

2) In the question no.s.19,13 and 18, almost 60% of the students answered in the same 

manner, 

3) In question no.s.6 & 19, almost 45% of the students have the same pattern of answer, 

4) The rest of the answers are different in each cases.

The details and the recommendations of the Committee (related to the items considered 

in this meeting, of candidates who have all been reported for suspected malpractice from the CV 

Camps conducted for valuation of the various University Examinations) are as given below. 

A total of 41 candidates were called for the personal hearing before the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline. 
Out of the total of 41 candidates mentioned above, 35 candidates (from the centre of 

examination : SNGM Catering College, Cherthala) who were reported for suspected mass copying 

from the CV Camp in the Sixth Semester Bachelor of Hotel Management & Catering Technology 

Degree Examination, Feb. 2021, have been called for the personal hearing based on the orders of the 

Vice-Chancellor (dtd.14.03.2022) on the recommendations of the meeting of the Standing Committee 

of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline held on 04.03.2022. Out of these 35 candidates, 34 

candidates were present for the hearing and one candidate remained absent. 

The balance six candidates (who were also reported for suspected malpractice from the 

Centralised Valuation Camps) namely Karun.S.M (Cand.Code. 19404023),  Krishna.J.Menon 

(Cand.Code.19404024), Lakshmi.G.S (Reg.No.65020117008), Akshara.S (Reg.No.65020131004), 

Bismi Khan.T.S (Reg.No.63820807003) and Kavya.A.R (Reg.No.63820807006), who had written the 

University Examinations at other centres, were also called for the personal hearing. Out of these six 

candidates, the candidate Akshara.S (Reg.No.65020131004) remained absent while the other five 

candidates were present for the personal hearing.  

Thus a total of 39 candidates (out of the 41 candidates called for the personal hearing) 

were present for the hearing. 

Suspected Malpractice reported from the CV Camp against 35 candidates of SNGM 

Catering College, Cherthala in the Sixth Semester Bachelor of Hotel Management & Catering 

Technology Degree Examination, Feb. 2021- Personal Hearing of these candidates- reg. 

The results of the Sixth Semester Bachelor of Hotel Management & Catering Technology 

Degree Examination, February 2021 had been released withholding that of 35 candidates of SNGM 

Catering College, Cherthala. 

At the time of evaluation of answer script of BHMCT paper - ‘Food and Beverage Control 

(BHM-40)’ the Additional Examiner  has reported that the answers to certain questions in 35 answer 

scripts with false numbers from 571081 to 571115 are replicate of the answer key suspecting an 

attempt of mass copying. He has requested the University to investigate the matter and take necessary 

steps and also to keep the answer key confidential till the examinations are over. In this context it may

be noted that the answer key is kept safe in the confidential room of the Controller of Examinations 

until the end of the whole examinations.  

The Chief Examiner has disagreed with the observation made by the Additional Examiner 

stating some specific points to substantiate his stand. He remarked that the assumption that the 

secrecy of answer key was lost does not hold good. Both the students and the key setter may have 

referred the same material available online due to the impending pandemic and online classes. 

Secondly, the entire answer sheet of the candidates are not replicates of the answer key. Thirdly, he 

has stated that the observation of mass copying was also not justifiable because students have 

answered different questions, the answers vary and marks awarded were different. Failures have also 

been recorded and the average marks scored was just above 50%. Finally, the 35 candidates cannot be 

suspected just because they were writing few correct answers in the same way and the answers have 

some resemblance with the answer key.  

However, the Chairman has opined that the observations of the Additional Examiner are 

genuine and has recommended to investigate the matter by the Principal of a Govt. College. 

The candidates in their request stated that the Bachelor of Hotel Management course is quite 

an expensive one with students hailing from lower middle class and middle class families availing 

educational loan for completing their course. They also stated that they had attended only online 

classes and had gathered notes from internet and other areas. They are now in the final year of the 

course and will be passing out in January 2022 and have requested to publish their results at the 

earliest as more delay would adversely affect their future and scope for higher studies and job 

prospects. No incidence of malpractice has been reported against them from the college SNGM, 

Cherthala till date. It may also be noted that the results of the S7 examinations which these candidates 

have taken are also to be published shortly. 

As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor, the matter was placed before the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations held on 11.01.2022 and it was recommended to refer the 

matter to the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline. The said 

recommendations of the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Examinations has been approved 

(subject to reporting to the Syndicate) by the Vice-Chancellor.  

In the meanwhile, the S8 (Final Semester) examinations of BHMCT were scheduled from 

13/01/2022 and the halltickets of these 35 candidates were withheld as per rules following the 

decision to refer the matter to the SDC. The candidates filed a Writ Petition before the Hon’ble High 

Court challenging the decision of the University and seeking interim relief to permit them to appear 

for the S8- Viva Voce examinations scheduled from 13/01/2022.       

The Honourable High Court had directed vide Interim Order on W.P.(C) No.1070 of 2022 dtd 

12.01.2022, to admit the candidates provisionally for the Viva Voce examinations of eighth semester 

BHMCT Degree Examination December 2021 to be held from 13.01.2022 subject to the condition 

that the result need be declared only after getting orders from the Hon’ble Court.As per the orders of 

Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and in compliance with the interim orders of the Honourable High Court, 

the candidates were provisionally permitted to attend the Eighth semester Viva Voce Examinations 

held on 13.01.2022. 

As per the orders of the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor the matter was placed before the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ discipline in the meeting held on 14.02.2022 for 

consideration and appropriate recommendations. The Section Officer and the concerned assistant of 

the ES III Tabulation section were also present for the meeting. The Committee examined the issue in 

detail. The Committee made the following observations : 

1) The said BHMCT course is offered in very few colleges under the University, 

2) Keeping in note the above fact, it is also evident from the reports of the Additional Examiner , 

Chief Examiner and Chairman of the CV Camp who respectively reported and endorsed the 

suspected malpractice that : 

a)  The said Additional Examiner and Chairman of the CV Camp belong to the college 

namely Snehacharya Institute of Management and Technology,Karuvatta,Alappuzha, that 

offers this course , 

b) The Chief Examiner of the CV Camp belongs to the same college namely SNGM 

Catering College, Cherthala the students of which have been reported for the said 

suspected malpractice, 
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c) Hence chances of a possible competition between these two colleges in fairing better than 

the other in terms of the examination results may have given risen to this issue, at the 

same time, on the other hand chances of the suspicion of malpractice may also be 

genuine. 

3) The above observations warrant an unbiased and fair examination of the said 35 answerscripts 

by two subject experts , however as the said courses are offered in only few colleges under the 

University, hence appointing the subject experts from these colleges may not give an unbiased 

and fair opinion on the said issue . 

The Committee considered the above mentioned facts in detail and recommended (in the 

wake of the Writ Petition (C).No.1070/2022 filed before the Hon’ble High Court by Sri.Bony Prasad 

and Others who are the candidates suspected to be involved) to authorise the Controller of  

Examinations to : 

a) expeditiously arrange for a confidential examination of the said 35 answerscripts (with false 

no.s. from 571081 to 571115) by two independent subject experts in the same/similar subject, 

in order to fetch a fair and unbiased opinion on this issue, 

b) The said two subject experts shall : 

i)  not be from the colleges under the jurisdiction of the University of Kerala, 

ii)  not be from the same college/University, 

iii) be from two different Universities in Kerala (like Calicut and M.G.University, etc.) ,  

iv)  not to examine the said 35 answer scripts together but separately on different days, 

iv) be provided with the necessary question papers and the scheme of valuation of the said 

subject,and, 

vi)  furnish an opinion related to chances of any form of mass copying or leak of information 

relating to the scheme of valuation. 

The Committee further recommended to seek the orders of the Vice-Chancellor (subject to 

reporting to the Syndicate) to implement the above recommendations of the Committee in order to 

expedite it without delay, and place the report in the next meeting of the Committee. 

These recommendations of the Committee were approved by the Vice-Chancellor (subject to 

reporting to the Syndicate) vide orders dtd.19.02.2022 . As per the said orders (dtd.19.02.2022) of the 

Vice-Chancellor, the minutes of the Committee was reported to the Syndicate in the meeting held on 

25.02.2022 (vide item no.37.93 of the minutes of the meeting of the Syndicate) and the Syndicate 

resolved to approve the same.  

As ordered by the Vice-Chancellor (vide orders dtd.19.02.2022, mentioned above) on the 

recommendations of the meeting of the SC of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline held on 

14.02.2022, the reports (after examining the 35 answer scripts) of the two subject experts from 

different Universities (other than the University of Kerala) were obtained by the Controller of 

Examinations. The details of the said reports of the subject experts are given below. 

One of the subject expert (vide report dtd.26.02.2022) has stated as follows : 

1) He has crosschecked all the 35 answerscripts with false no.s.571081-571115 and has 

identified certain unfair practices, 

2) Students have written same answers for section B and C (each word to word are same). It 

proves that some malpractice has happened in the examination hall, 

3) All the students have almost the same marks and all have passed the examination with the 

marks of 41-60, 

4) More than ten students wrote the same answers for the question no.15 and it is exactly word 

to word same in the scheme of valuation, 

5) Questions like 6, 13, 14, 15, 18 and 19 have answers with the same words and sentences. 

More than 25 students have the same scenario, 

6) By concluding these all unfair practices, without doubt it can be said that some serious 

malpractice has happened at the time of the examination and it seems that no proper 

invigilation had happened on that particular day of the examination. 

The other subject expert (vide report dtd.28.02.2022) has stated as follows : 

1) More than 60% of the answersheets have the same answers such as the main points are 

same, but some differences in the explanation, 
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2) In the question no.s.19,13 and 18, almost 60% of the students answered in the same 

manner, 

3) In question no.s.6 & 19, almost 45% of the students have the same pattern of answer, 

4) The rest of the answers are different in each cases.

The said reports (after examining the 35 answer scripts) of the two subject experts from 

different Universities (other than the University of Kerala) submitted by the Controller of 

Examinations, have been approved by the Vice-Chancellor vide orders dtd.04.03.2022, for placing 

before the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ discipline.  

Accordingly the above mentioned reports of the two subject experts were placed before the 

Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline held on 04.03.2022, for consideration 

and appropriate recommendations. The Committee considered the reports of the two subject experts 

and recommended to call the said 35 candidates (reported for suspected malpractice), for a personal 

hearing before the Committee in the next meeting. The Committee further recommended that, in view 

of the writ petition no.1070/2022 filed by these candidates (reported for suspected malpractice) 

before the Hon'ble High Court of Kerala, the orders of the Vice-Chancellor (subject to reporting to the 

Syndicate) may be sought immediately to approve the said recommendations of the Committee, so as 

to immediately conduct the personal hearing of these candidates in the next meeting of the 

Committee, without further delay. Accordingly the orders of the Vice-Chancellor on the said 

recommendations of the Committee were sought and the Vice-Chancellor has approved the same vide 

orders dtd.14.03.2022. The matter has subsequently been reported to the Syndicate in its meeting held 

on 16.03.2022. 

As per the orders of the Vice-Chancellor (approving the recommendations of the Standing 

Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline held on 04.03.2022), all the 35 candidates were 

called for the personal hearing before the Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ 

discipline. The details of these candidates are as given in the below table:

Out of the 35 candidates mentioned above, 34 candidates were present for the hearing before 

the Committee, while the candidate in serial no.30 above namely Tom Benson (Cand.Code. 

17901055) remained absent. The candidate ‘Tom Benson’ vide his letter dtd.18.03.2022, had 

informed about his inconvenience in attending the personal hearing, as he has to attend the IELTS 

Examination. The candidates present for the hearing submitted written statements before the 

Committee and all of them claimed that no attempt of copying had happended from their part. 

The Committee examined the reports of the Additional Examiner, Chief Examiner and the 

Chairman of the CV Camp, in conjunction with the reports of the two independent subject experts and 

also verified the said answerscripts of the candidates and the statements submitted by the candidates 

present for the hearing. The Committee came to the conclusion that some serious malpractice had 

happened in the said Sixth Semester Bachelor of Hotel Management and Catering Technology degree 

examination, February 2021 for the subject ‘Food and Beverage Control (BHM-40)’ held at the centre 

of examination ‘SNGM Catering College, Cherthala’.  

Further the Committee also took note of the copy of the interim orders (dtd.12.01.2022 ) 

of the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala (on the writ petition no.1070 of 2022 filed by these candidates) 

wherein it has been stated that “As an interim measure, there will be a direction to respondents 
‘3’ (The Controller of Examinations, University of Kerala) and ‘4’ (SNGM Catering College, 

represented by its Principal) to take necessary steps to permit the petitioners to appear for the 

Viva-Voce Examination to be held from 13.1.2022. The results of the exams need to be declared 

only after getting orders from this court”. 

Recommendations of the Committee : 

In view of the above mentioned facts, for providing justice to the students and at the same 

time for upholding the merit and fairness of the results of the examination, an interim 

recommendation is hereby made by the Committee as detailed below (that may be implemented 

subject to the orders of the Hon’ble High Court of Kerala, as directed by the Court vide interim 

orders dtd.12.01.2022 on the W.P.(C).No.1070 of 2022 filed by Sri.Bony Prasad and Others) :               
i) To cancel the particular paper (of the subject ‘Food and Beverage Control’ with subject 

code ‘BHM-40’) for which malpractice has been reported against the 35 candidates at the 

centre of examination ‘SNGM Catering College, Cherthala’ in the Sixth Semester BHMCT 

Degree Examination, February 2021, 
ii) All other papers (of any semester of the course of study undertaken by these candidates 

corresponding to the details specified above) written prior or after the date on which the 

examination of the particular paper (of the subject ‘Food and Beverage Control’ with 

subject code ‘BHM-40’ in which malpractice was reported) was held, shall not be affected 

and that the valuation/results of such other papers if withheld (owing to the said charges of 

malpractice) shall be undertaken/published, 

iii) The decision related to the question of whether to conduct a special examination for this 
subject (‘Food and Beverage Control’ with subject code ‘BHM-40’) for these candidates or 

to permit the candidates to appear for the subsequent examination of this subject, is 

referred to the Syndicate, 

iv) The Candidates are permitted to write all other papers (pending if any) of any semester 

examination in the next available chance, and, 
v) These candidates will be permitted to remit the examination fees (if any pending 

examinations to be written by these candidates immediately) even if it is late. 

The Committee also recommended that as part of the fact finding process, the following 

personnel may be summoned for personal hearing in the next meeting of the Committee : 
 i)  The Additional Examiner, Chief Examiner and Chairman of the CV Camp ( from where the 

said malpractice was reported) who respectively reported, disagreed and endorsed the 

malpractice, and, 
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ii) The invigilator/s in the examination hall, Chief Superintendent and Principal who were on 

duty on the day of the incident at the centre of examination ‘SNGM Catering College, 
Cherthala’ . 

Resolution of the Syndicate 
RESOLVED that the above recommendation at Sl. No. (i), (ii), (iv) and (v) of the meeting of the 

Standing Committee of the Syndicate on Students’ Discipline held on 21/03/2022, be approved.

 The Online Admission section deals with the admissions of UG, PG and B.Ed programmes.  

Since 2012, the University is entrusted to conduct centralized allotment process for the UG 

and PG programmes of the affiliated institutions under it. Of late, B.Ed has also been included in the 

centralized allotment process from 2020-21 academic year onwards. As per the existing practice, we 
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conduct regular 2-4 allotments for each category and then conduct spot admission at various locations 

as the final step. It is seen that, the conduct of spot admission is the vital step in filling up the 

vacancies at the colleges. For all these operations, we depend on the software developed by the 

KUCC. The system have been corrected and modified to some extent over these years, but lacks some 

key services which an online platform is ought to provide. 

Hence, revamping of admission software is essential for the smooth functioning of the entire 

process. Also, the feasibility of conducting spot admission through online mode also need to be 

discussed.  

THE Vice- Chancellor has ordered to place the matter before the Syndicate. 

Hence the matter regarding revamping of admission software related to online admissions is 

placed before the Syndicate for consideration and decision.

     Dr. A. Biju Kumar, Professor and Head, Department of Aquatic Biology and Fisheries vide 

letter AQB.2/Office/HOD/Rotation/2022 informed that his tenure as Head of the Department will be 

over by 30
th

 April 2022. He further stated that he does not wish to take up headship further and he 

wants to focus the remaining part of his career on research and pending assignments related to book 

writings, a few international collaborative projects and settling pending advances from the University. 

     It may be noted that Dr. A. Biju Kumar was appointed as the Head of Department of Aquatic 

Biology and Fisheries w.e.f 01.05.2019 vide U.O No.Ad.AV.03/ 6891/19 dated 06.05.2019.       

     As per Statute 18 Chapter 3 of the Kerala University First Statutes, 1977, “The Head of the 

Department shall be nominated on a rotation basis for three years starting with the seniormost 

teacher of the Department. The Syndicate shall nominate the senior most Professor as the Head of the 

Department for a period of three years and at the end of the three year, next seniormost Professor 

shall be nominated. After all the Professors are given a turn, the rotation shall then be implemented 

among Readers as per seniority. It shall however be open to the teacher who has been nominated as 

the Head of the Department to make a request that he shall be relieved of such a responsibility for 

academic reasons. In such case the next senior most teacher shall be the Head of the Department. To 

become eligible for considering for Headship, a teacher has to put in at least two years of service in 

the concerned Department, except in cases where there is no senior teacher in the Department. A 

teacher shall be eligible to take up Headship only if he/ she has a minimum of 6 months service 

remaining till retirement. In Department where there are no Professors or Readers, the Headship 

shall be rotated among the Lecturers”.

Item No.39.61 Judgment of the Hon. High Court of Kerala dated 14-03-2022 - Writ 

Appeal No.767/2021 filed by Smt D. Kaumudi, Part Time Law Lecturer, 

SNCW Kollam - Compliance of - reg.   

 (Ac.F.III) 
The Hon.High Court of Kerala, vide its Judgment dated 14-03-2022 in W.A.  No. 767/2021 

filed by Smt D. Kaumudi, Part Time Law Lecturer in S.N.C.W.Kollam, directed the University of 

Kerala (the third respondent) to approve the transfer of the appellant to S.N.C.W. Kollam w.e.f. 

04.07.2018 ,within three weeks from the date of Judgment (Copy of the Judgment appended).  

Smt D. Kaumudi who was appointed as Part Time Law Lecturer against a newly sanctioned 

post by the government in M.P.M.M.S.N. College affiliated to the Calicut University was transferred 

to S.N.C.W.Kollam and joined duty on 04-07-2018. However, her salary bill was rejected by the 

Dy.D.C.E. Kollam for want of approval order from the University of Kerala from the date of joining 

duty in S.N.C.W. Kollam.  

The High Court of Kerala, vide its Judgment dated 14-03-2022 in the Writ Appeal 

No.767/2021 filed by Smt.D.Kaumudi, observed the following:  

(a)  The transfer of the appellant was not a service condition, but rather an incident of 

service to which the appellant was liable.  

 (b)  The transfer of a teacher is a matter that falls within the discretion of the educational 

agency and is not a service condition over which the University has any control.  

 (c)  The definition of teacher under the Kerala University Act does not exclude a part time 

teacher.  

Hence by setting aside the Judgment of the learned Single Judge and by quashing the letter 

dated 29-07-2019 from the D.C.E. , the letter dated 17-01-2020 from the University of Kerala, and the 

letter dated 25-11-2020 from the Dy D.C.E. Kollam, the Court ordered the following:  
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(2) The University of Kerala to approve the transfer of the appellant to S.N.C.W. Kollam 

w.e.f. 04-07-2018, within three weeks from the date of Judgment.  

(3) The Government to disburse the consequent arrears of salary and other emoluments due 

to the appellant, within a period of three months from the date of the University 

order approving the appointment.  

The time limit allowed for complying with the Judgment ends on 03-04-2022 for 

the University to approve the transfer of Smt. D.Kaumudi to S.N.C.W.Kollam , w.e.f. 04-07-2018.  

It may be noted that University does not approve the transfer of teachers consequent to the 

inter University or Intra University transfer of teachers working in the colleges belonging to 

Corporate Management. Since the court has specifically ordered to approve the transfer of appellant to 

SNCW, Kollam as Part-time Law Lecturer, University may also consider the option of endorsing the 

transfer in compliance with the court direction. 

As per the orders of the Vice Chancellor, the Judgment of the Hon.High Court of Kerala dated 

14-03-2022 in W.A. No. 767/2021 filed by SmtD.Kaumudi is placed before the Syndicate for 

consideration and appropriate recommendation with regard to the compliance of the Judgment.

 Also observed that, M/s KSITIL has forwarded the details of the 20 'Laboratory Equipment', 

with estimated costs for the individual items ('Abstract of the proposal'), amounting to a total of 

Rs.48,51,81,764/- along with sample quotations for reference and has sought approval from the 

University for the same, after reviewing the rates.

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The total minimum marks required for pass for each paper is now 50% (CE+ESE), but clarification 

regarding minimum for ESE is not mentioned in the suggested amendments. Hence the matter was 

placed before the CSS Academic Committee for clarification in this regard. 

The CSS Academic Committee at its meeting held on 16/08/2021 recommended to constitute 

a subcommittee with the following members to discuss the matter and to place the report of the 

subcommittee in the next meeting of the CSSAC.

6. Course Work 

6.1  The course work for Ph.D. shall be of a minimum of 12 credits and a maximum of 16 

credits. 

6.2  A minimum of four credits shall be assigned to one or more courses on Research 

Methodology, which shall cover areas such as quantitative methods, computer 

applications, research ethics and review of published research in the relevant field, 

training and field work, and the other regions found relevant to the discipline concerned. 

Other courses shall be advanced level areas in the subjects concerned to enable the 

students to acquire deep knowledge in preparation for a Ph.D. degree. 

6.3  All courses prescribed for Ph.D. course work shall be in conformity with the credit hour 

instructional requirements and shall specify the content, instructional and assessment 

methods duly approved by the Academic Committee of CSS in the University. 

6.4  The Department where the scholar pursues research shall prescribe the course(s), based 

on the recommendations of the Department Doctoral Committee, as stipulated under sub-

clause 8.1 below, of the research scholar. 

6.5  Scholars admitted to the Ph.D. programmes shall be required to complete the course work 

prescribed by the Department during the initial one year from the date of registration for 

research, failing which the registration for research may be cancelled. The reappearance 

of the scholar for the courses in which required credits are not secured shall be permitted 

within one year specified. 

6.6  Scholars already holding M.Phil. Degree and admitted to the Ph.D. programme or those 

who have already completed the course work in M.Phil. programme and have been 

permitted to proceed to the Ph.D. in the integrated course, shall also have to successfully 

complete the Ph.D. course work, except course(s) on Research methodology, prescribed 

by the Department within one year, as specified in clause 6.5 above. 
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6.7  Grades in the course work, including research methodology courses, shall be finalized 

after a combined assessment by the Department Doctoral Committee and at least one 

external examiner. The final grades shall be communicated to the Vice Chairman of CSS 

in the University. 

6.8  The Ph.D. Scholar has to obtain a minimum of ‘B’ Grade in the UGC 7-point scale in the 

course work with a minimum of 55% marks to be eligible to continue in the programme 

and submit the thesis. 

Suggested Amendments 

6.  Course Work 

6.1.  After being admitted, each Ph.D. student (both full-time and part-time) shall be 

required to undertake course work on a full-time basis for a minimum period of one semester (six 

months) with 14total credits within the first year since registration. Those scholars who fail in any of 

the coursework papers shall get one further chance to qualify within two years of joining. Failing 

which they will be deemed to have discontinued the Ph.D. program (Scholars in Full time/regular jobs 

will have to take leave and attend the course work for a semester on a Full-time basis). 

The course work shall be treated as Pre-Ph.D. preparation. The structure of the course work 

shall be as follows:

Paper I(CPE-RME)- Research Methodology:   This course of four credits shall cover the 

broad area of research methodology, including data analyses, statistical methods and software, 

technical writing and presentation, field work methods, questionnaire, and surveys, excluding research 

and publication ethics. This course shall be designed separately for each faculty/school, approved by 

the CSS Academic Committee/Academic Council concerned, and may be conducted simultaneously 

in one or more Department/School/Faculty. 

Paper II (CPE-RPE)-Research and Publication Ethics:  This course of two credits, proposed 

by the University Grants Commission, is meant to create awareness about publication ethics and 

publication misconduct. The syllabus proposed by UGC shall be followed for this course. This course 

may be conducted simultaneously in one or more Department/School/Faculty. 

Paper III (CPE-GEP)-  This course of four credits shall cover the general area of the topic of 

research of the scholar and the syllabus shall be approved by the DC.  

Paper IV(CPE-SPE)- This paper is dedicated to assessing the in-depth study of the works published 

in the specific area of research and standardising the methodology for research, including a 

questionnaire, if applicable, in tune with the proposed method hypothesis. A minimum of 10 recent 

classic peer-reviewed publications may be used for the intensive study. A hypothesis\ comprehensive 

report should be evolved from the study. A proposal for the methodology for the intended 

hypothesis\objectives of the research shall be developed at the end of the study. 

6.2.  Ph.D. students with M.Phil. degree, awarded complying with the UGC Regulations 

for awarding M.Phil/Ph.D 2009/2017 in the same field of study from any University, may be 

exempted from registering for Paper I.  

6.3. Continuous assessment shall be done by the supervising teacher offering the 

courses through submission and presentation of reports, review papers, assignments etc.
